You are sharing in worship from A Prayer Book for Australia, which stands in the long 
Anglican tradition of ‘common prayer’ in which people, choir and clergy offer God 
and each other the best of ourselves (‘our souls and our bodies’) for the common 
good. We seek the peace and well-being of our nation, and especially our local 
community. 

We are delighted that you are here: please come and worship with us again.  

Whether you are Anglican, from another Christian Church or from another faith 
tradition, you are warmly welcome to take part in the service. If you want to find out 
more about the Christian faith, please make yourself known to a member of the 
clergy after the service. 

The service today is a Baptism within a celebration of the Eucharist during which 
there will be an opportunity for people to receive Holy Communion. Communicant 
members of other Christian churches are invited to receive the Sacrament here 
today, as their own conscience allows. Everyone is welcome to come for a blessing, 
even if not receiving the consecrated bread and wine. 

The Cathedral is open every day. Free WIFI is available in the Cathedral and 
throughout our gardens. 

You are always welcome to use the Cathedral and its grounds for prayer and 
reflection, and we encourage you to make this House of Prayer a place of pilgrimage 
and prayer for our City.

In due time these children 
should make their own response to God, and be prepared for 
confirmation.

Magdalene came to the tomb and saw that the stone had been 
removed from the tomb.  So she ran and went to Simon Peter and 
the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to them, ‘They 
have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know where they 
have laid him.’  Then Peter and the other disciple set out and went 
towards the tomb.  The two were running together, but the other 
disciple outran Peter and reached the tomb first.  He bent down to 
look in and saw the linen wrappings lying there, but he did not go in.  
Then Simon Peter came, following him, and went into the tomb. He 
saw the linen wrappings lying there, and the cloth that had been on 
Jesus’ head, not lying with the linen wrappings but rolled up in a place 
by itself.  Then the other disciple, who reached the tomb first, also 
went in, and he saw and believed; for as yet they did not understand 
the scripture, that he must rise from the dead.  Then the disciples 
returned to their homes.  But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. 
As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb; and she saw two 
angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus had been lying, one at 
the head and the other at the feet.  They said to her, ‘Woman, why 
are you weeping?’ She said to them, ‘They have taken away my Lord, 
and I do not know where they have laid him.’  When she had said this, 
she turned round and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know 
that it was Jesus.  Jesus said to her, ‘Woman, why are you weeping? 
For whom are you looking?’ Supposing him to be the gardener, she 
said to him, ‘Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have 
laid him, and I will take him away.’  Jesus said to her, ‘Mary!’ She 
turned and said to him in Hebrew, ‘Rabbouni!’ (which means 
Teacher).  Jesus said to her, ‘Do not hold on to me, because I have not 
yet ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, “I 
am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your 
God.” ’  Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, ‘I have 
seen the Lord’; and she told them that he had said these things to 
her.

Will you support him as he begins his journey of faith? 
All    We will. 

Will you help him to live and grow within God’s family? 
All    We will. 

The priest then addresses the parents and godparents 

God knows each of us by name and we are his. 

Parents and godparents, you speak for Kai today. Will you pray 
for him, and help him to follow Christ? 
All     We will. 

 
 
The Decision 
 

We all wander far from God and lose our way: Christ comes to find us 
and welcomes us home. In baptism we respond to his call. Therefore 
I ask: 

Do you turn away from sin? 
All     I do. 
Do you reject evil? 
All     I do. 
Do you turn to Christ as Saviour? 
All     I do. 
Do you trust in him as Lord? 
All     I do. 
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Blessing of the Water 

We praise you, loving Father, 
for the gift of your Son Jesus. 

He was baptized in the River Jordan, 
where your Spirit came upon him 
and revealed him as the Son you love. 

He sent his followers 
to baptize all who turn to him. 

Now, Father, we ask you to bless this water, 
that those who are baptized in it 
may be cleansed in the water of life, 
and, filled with your Spirit, 
may know that they are loved as your children, 
safe in Christ for ever. 
All    Amen.

Let us affirm, together with this child who is being baptized, 
our common faith in Jesus Christ.

The priest pours water on each candidate, saying 

Kai John, I baptize you 
in the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, 
and of the Holy Spirit. 
All    Amen. 

Signing with the Cross 

The priest takes the Oil of Chrism and makes the sign of the cross on Kai’s forehead, 
saying 

Christ claims you for his own. 
Receive the sign of his cross. 

The priest may invite parents, godparents and sponsors to sign Kai with the cross. 

Then the priest says 

Do not be ashamed of Christ. 
You are his for ever. 

All Stand bravely with him 
against all the powers of evil, 
and remain faithful to Christ to the end of your life. 

May almighty God deliver you from the powers of darkness, 
and lead you in the light and obedience of Christ.  
All    Amen. 

May God, who has received you by baptism 
into his Church, 
pour upon you the riches of his grace, 
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that within the company of Christ’s pilgrim people 
you may daily be renewed by his anointing Spirit, 
and come to the inheritance of the saints in glory. 
All    Amen.

Those who prefer to receive a personal blessing from the priest rather than Holy 
Communion are invited to come to the Altar and simply cross their arms in front of them 
so the priest knows their desire. 
 
Gluten-free wafers are available at the serving point closest to the Altar. 
 
During the time that people are receiving Holy Communion or coming to the priest for a 
blessing, you are invited to light a candle as a prayer for someone or some matter which 
is on your mind, or simply to sit quietly and enjoy a short period of stillness in the 
presence of God.
