WELCOME TO CHRIST CHURCH CATHEDRAL 

Welcome to the Cathedral Church of Christ the King, commonly referred to as 
Christ Church Cathedral.  

Since its dedication on the Feast of St James (25 July) in 1884, the Cathedral has 
exercised a special role in the City of Grafton and also in the life of the Anglican 
Diocese of Grafton, whose parishes, schools and other agencies serve 
communities throughout the North Coast of New South Wales.  

The Cathedral stands on the traditional lands of the Bundjalung nation. We 
acknowledge and pay our respect to their elders past and present, as well as to 
indigenous people with us today. 

You are sharing in worship from A Prayer Book for Australia, which stands in the 
long Anglican tradition of ‘common prayer’ in which people, choir and clergy offer 
God and each other the best of ourselves (‘our souls and our bodies’) for the 
common good. We seek the peace and well-being of our nation, and especially 
our local community. 

We are delighted that you are with us for this service: please come and worship 
with us again.  

Whether you are Anglican, from another Christian Church or from another faith 
tradition, you are warmly welcome to take part in the service. If you want to find 
out more about the Christian faith, please make yourself known to a member of 
the clergy after the service. 

The service today is a celebration of the Eucharist during which there will be an 
opportunity for people to receive Holy Communion. Communicant members of 
other Christian churches are invited to receive the Sacrament here today, as their 
own conscience allows. Everyone is welcome to come for a blessing, even if not 
receiving the consecrated Elements. 

The Cathedral is open every day. You are always welcome to use the Cathedral 
and its grounds for prayer and reflection, and we encourage you to make this 
House of Prayer a place of pilgrimage and prayer for our City.

Second Reading  [Hebrew 10:32–11:1] 
 
But recall those earlier days when, after you had been enlightened, 
you endured a hard struggle with sufferings, sometimes being 
publicly exposed to abuse and persecution, and sometimes being 
partners with those so treated. For you had compassion for those 
who were in prison, and you cheerfully accepted the plundering of 
your possessions, knowing that you yourselves possessed something 
better and more lasting. Do not, therefore, abandon that confidence 
of yours; it brings a great reward. For you need endurance, so that 
when you have done the will of God, you may receive what was 
promised. For yet “in a very little while, the one who is coming will 
come and will not delay; but my righteous one will live by faith. My 
soul takes no pleasure in anyone who shrinks back.” But we are not 
among those who shrink back and so are lost, but among those who 
have faith and so are saved. 
Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of 
things not seen.
