The service today includes a celebration of the Eucharist during which
there will be an opportunity for people to receive Holy Communion.
Communicant members of other Christian churches are invited to
receive the Sacrament here today, as their own conscience allows.
Everyone is welcome to come for a blessing, even if not receiving the
consecrated Elements.

The Cathedral is open every day. Free WIFI is available in the Cathedral
and throughout our gardens.

You are always welcome to use the Cathedral and its grounds for prayer
and reflection, and we encourage you to make this House of Prayer a
place of pilgrimage and prayer for our City.
